The Lord’s Supper





The Lord tells us in His Word that we are not to partake of the Lord’s Supper in an unworthy manner, warning of spiritual and even physical consequences for doing so.


1 Corinthians 11:27-32 





Therefore we ask that those who partake of the bread and cup are those who have repented of their sin, and by faith alone cling to Christ Jesus alone as their savior. That also they are not under any form of church discipline, and who have through prayer and confession of sin to the Lord prepared themselves to receive the Lord’s table.





23 For I received from the Lord that which I also delivered to you, that the Lord Jesus in the night in which He was betrayed took bread; 24 and when He had given thanks, He broke it and said, “This is My body, which is for you; do this in remembrance of Me.” 25 In the same way He took the cup also after supper, saying, “This cup is the new covenant in My blood; do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.” 26 For as often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the Lord’s death until He comes. 1 Corinthians 11:23-36
