The Lord’s Supper





The Lord tells us in His Word that we are not to partake of the Lord’s Supper in an unworthy manner, warning of spiritual and even physical consequences for doing so.


1 Corinthians 11:27-32 





Therefore we ask that those who partake of the bread and cup are those who have repented of their sin, and by faith alone cling to Christ Jesus alone as their savior. That also they are not under any form of church discipline, and who have through prayer and confession of sin to the Lord prepared themselves to receive the Lord’s table.

1677 Baptist Catechism





Q. 104. What is the duty of those who are rightly baptized?�A. It is the duty of those who are rightly baptized to give up (join) themselves to some visible and orderly church of Jesus Christ, that they may walk in all the command- ments and ordinances of the Lord blameless. (Acts 2:46,47; Acts 9:26; 1 Peter 2:5; Heb. 10:25; Rom. 16:5) 





Q. 105. What is the visible church?�A. The visible church is the organized society of professing believers, in all ages and places, wherein the Gospel is truly preached and the ordinances of Baptism and the Lord's Supper rightly administered. (Acts 2:42; 20:7; Acts 7:38; Eph. 4:11,12) 





Q. 106. What is the invisible church?�A. The invisible church is the whole number of the elect, that have been, are, or shall be gathered into one under Christ the head. (Eph. 1:10; 1:22,23; John 10:16; 11:52)








1689 Baptist Confession of Faith Chapter 28 Paragraphs 1-2





1. Baptism is an ordinance of the New Testament, ordained by Jesus Christ. To those baptized it is a sign of their fellowship with him in his death and resurrection, of their being grafted into him,1 of remission of sins,2and of submitting themselves to God through Jesus Christ to live and walk in newness of life.3


1Romans 6:3–5; Colossians 2:12; Galatians 3:27. 2Mark 1:4; Acts 22:16. 3Romans 6:4.


 


2. Those who personally profess repentance toward God and faith in and obedience to our Lord Jesus Christ are the only proper subjects of this ordinance.4


4Mark 16:16; Acts 8:36, 37; Acts 2:41; Acts 8:12; Acts 18:8.


 


3. The outward element to be used in this ordinance is water, in which the individual is to be baptized in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.5


5Matthew 28:19, 20; Acts 8:38.


 


4. Immersion, or dipping of the person in water, is necessary for this ordinance to be administered properly.6


6Matthew 3:16; John 3:23.
